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Documents Offer Proof: in 2002 and 2003, America Flew Foreign Passengers to Mazury
From December, 2002 until July, 2003, twenty people were transported to Mazury on special airplanes operated by the CIA, according to a document turned over to the Helsinki Foundation for Human Rights by the Polish Frontier Guard.
Who Enters, Who Exits
The greatest number of passengers- eight- entered Poland from Dubai on December 6, 2002 on board a Gulfstream airplane marked N63MU.  Every one of them disembaked at Szymany.
A second Gulfstream- N379P – landed at that airport on February 8, 2003.  This time, it brought seven people from Rabat in Morocco.  Departing for Larnaca, it took four passengers.  Afterwards, N379P landed in Szymany twice more in March, and once in June and July; on these flights, the Gulfstream transported five passengers in all.
The last arrival of an American airplane at Szymany occurred on September 22, 2003.  It was a Boeing 737 marked N313P.  No one disembarked from it.  The documents turned over to the Helsinki Foundation for Human Rights indicate that five people entered the airplane.  From Szymany, the Boeing flew to Cyprus.  These are the first official documents confirming that, in 2002 and 2003, passengers disembarked from the airplanes used by the CIA.
The editorial board of “Rzeczpospolita” had filed a claim for the passport clearance documents with the Frontier Guard in 2009.  The Appeal Prosecutor's Office conducting the investigation in the matter of the secret CIA black sites in Poland did not then know of their existence.  After having received our letter, the Frontier Guard turned the frontier clearance documents over to investigators in Warsaw.
As early as 2006,  Members of the European Parliament from a special commission of the European Parliament investigating the matter of the CIA black sites, wished to communicate with the Frontier Guards.  However, Ludwik Dorn, at the time Minister of the Interior, did not permit this to occur.
So That the Paperwork Would Be Orderly?
The information that the Frontier Guard sent to the HFHR does not specify the nationality of the mysterious passengers.  “Rzeczpospolita” has seen the frontier clearance documents from February 8 and September 22, 2003.  From the records, one can only glean that the passengers embarking and disembarking at the Mazury airport were businessmen.
“There is little doubt that the entries in question have little in common with the truth. The information was recorded so that the paperwork would be orderly.  What would compel so many businessmen to suddenly become interested in Mazury and fly to us on airplanes that used government call signs in the air?”- wonders a Polish counterintelligence colonel. “What is more, the flight plans were doctored and Eurocontrol [the European Agency for Air Travel] was told that the flights had landed in Warsaw.”
Another service officer adds: “All told, only people from the Polish Intelligence Agency and the CIA know how many people were flown to Mazury.”
There Is No Answer
The only ones who would be able to say something more about the passengers are two high-ranking Frontier Guard officers at Bezledy.  One of them is already retired.  The other is employed in central Poland.  Neither of them wishes to say anything on the subject of the frontier clearance.
“They were engaged with collecting these people from the airport.  They were also not supposed to ask questions.  Now, they are to stay quiet”, says a high-ranking officer from the contemporary leadership of the Frontier Guard.
We asked the High Command of the Frontier Guard about the gaps in the clearance documentation.  “I cannot speak out in the matters encompassed by the investigation”, claimed Wojciech Lachowski, the organization's spokesman.
The documents turned over to the Helsinki foundation also do not explain what happened to the people who were flown into Poland, but did fly out.  According to our sources, four of them only left Poland in July, 2005.  On that date, they were taken from Warsaw Airport by the Gulfstream N63MU.  What happened to the remainder? We do not know.
“There is still no proof that these people were terrorists abducted by the CIA”, Konstanty Miodowicz (PO), Head of the Sejm Committee on the Secret Services, informs “Rzeczpospolita”.
“The public opinion should be nourished with more information on the topic”, judges Janusz Zemke, past vice-chair of the Ministry of National Defense, currently a MEP with the left-wing party SLD.  “Currently, the prosecution's investigation is secret.  The only certainty is that the Americans refused to cooperate in the aim of investigating the matter of the black sites.”
The Case of the American Black Sites
 In 2002, the CIA “rented out” c. 20 officers of the Polish Civil Intelligence Service who were well- connected in the Near and Middle East.  The group was formally disbanded in 2005.
The Gulfstream and Boeing 737 airplanes that flew to Szymany were treated as government aircraft in Polish airspace.
The Polish Prime Minister's Office successfully petitioned to give the airplanes this status.  In official documents, it was recorded that they carried military equipment.
Starting in 2002, the CIA operated a base at Stare Kiejkuty.  It was removed in 2003.
The Appeal Prosecutor's Office in Warsaw is conducting an investigation into the CIA black sites.
The investigators are interested in the matter of public officials overstepping the bounds of their competence- issuing decisions that could have led to the loss of the sovereignty of a part of the territory of the Republic of Poland.  We have contacted a witness who communicated to us that handcuffed people were led out of the planes at Szymany.  The Prosecutor's Office is in possession of similar testimonies.
